Dick Horstmann, 74, died on Sunday, July 5, 2009 in
West Boylston, MA. He was virtually a lifelong
resident of Syracuse, loved the city and was heavily
involved in political and community affairs. Dick is
survived by his brother, Pete, and sister-in-law,
Barbara Horstmann, of Sterling, MA, and several
nieces and cousins. He received a bachelor's degree
in communications from Syracuse University and
served on active duty with the U.S. Army before
returning to Syracuse for his master's degree in radio
and television. He began his professional career as a
newsman and disc jockey for WHEN Radio and
hosted an irreverent program called "The Horse's
Stable." Dick became an executive assistant to
Syracuse Mayor William Walsh. When Walsh was
elected to Congress, Dick became executive director
of Walsh's Syracuse office.

As an undergrad, Dick was a coxswain and manager
for the varsity crew team and had a long career as an
intercollegiate rowing referee. Dick led a full life. He
did what he wanted to, when he wanted to and with
whom he wanted.
